INSTALL INSTRUCTIONS:

EXAMPLE DIAGRAM:

Panel Moulding Installation

1. Measure room to determine layout and lengths of moulding
needed for each location.

2. Using a miter saw, cut moulding to desired length.

3. Apply a continuous 1/4” bead of Loctite Power Grab adhesive
to the back of the moulding. Firmly place and press the
moulding against the wall and ceiling. (Diagram A)

4. Use a brad nailer to secure the moulding to the wall and
ceiling.
NOTE: Nail holes on stain grade moulding should not be
caulked. Use of brad nails is at customer’s/installer’s
discretion.

5. If using a plinth block, rosette, or panel moulding corner,
apply a bead of Loctite Power Grab adhesive to the end of the
moulding in contact with the plinth block, rosette, or panel

moulding corner (Diagram B)

Panel Moulding Corners, Plinth Block, or Rosette Installation

1. Apply a bead of Loctite Power Grab construction adhesive to
the back of the panel moulding corner, plinth block, rosette

2. Place the panel moulding corner, plinth block, rosette on the
desired install location and firmly press into place. For panel
moulding corners, mark the desired install location on the wall
first. (Diagram C)

3. Use a brad nailer to secure the panel moulding corner, plinth
block, rosette to the wall or ceiling.
NOTE: Nail holes on stain grade moulding should not be
caulked. Use of brad nails is at customer discretion.
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
